A deposit in the amount of  $		  by form of Cash, Postal Money order, or Cashier’s check, is hereby made and the cash balance is due to Seller before the dog is placed in the Buyer's possession, or before 6 weeks of age whichever is first. 
	The buyer understands that once a deposit is made, it is a commitment to buy said dog and is therefore, NON-REFUNDABLE. 
	Buyer will forfeit deposit, and said dog may then be re-sold if not paid in full by specified date being __________. . Buyer understands that the above puppy must be picked up before the age of 9 weeks unless agreed in writing by seller to hold the puppy for a longer time period. Any puppies not picked up by this agreed upon time frame will be charged a boarding fee of $50.00 per day due within 3 days of specified date above, by (Breeder's Name) for providing Shelter, Food, dewormings , and additional vaccines, unless agreed upon prior to. If full payment and boarding fee is not made within 3 days of specified date above, Buyer forfeits their deposit and puppy is free to be resold to a different purchaser. 
PUPPY HAS BEEN VET CHECKED AND HAS BEEN FOUND TO BE IN GOOD HEALTH. BUYER WILL HAVE THEIR STATE LICENSED VET CHECK THE HEALTH OF THE PUPPY WITHIN 72 HOURS  (3 days) TO VERIFY THE PUPS STATE OF HEALTH AT BUYERS EXPENSE.



RESPOSIBLE DOG OWNERSHIP
Primary needs of a dog within the family structure:
I. All dogs need a clear understanding that the humans in its household are the ‘leaders of the pack’.
1. Consistency of all family members in following the rules enforcing the boundaries and an understanding of why this is important.
2. Owner established territorial and psychological boundaries for the dog

a. Designate a place for your dog’s crate, den or bed. You need to decide where the dog will sleep and be certain that the dog sleeps there.
b. Designate a place for your dog to eat and drink. Water should be available at all times.  It is recommended that the dog’s food should not be left down after feeding.  
c. Kitchen manners are essential to establish from the beginning. Your dog should not be taking food from the table, begging or being fed from the table. Your dog will not be offended by this as he will see this as his natural and rightful place in the pack.
d. Designated doggy toys and play area. Designate a place for your dog to eliminate.
e. By providing rules and boundaries, and providing calm assertive leadership in the ‘pack’, your dog can develop positive behaviors that will substitute for other instinctual behavior patterns, such as chasing, fighting, etc.
II. Meeting the dogs needs
1. Physical needs of food, fresh water, and exercise appropriate for the breed.
2. Health needs of vaccinations, parasite control, and regular veterinarian visits as necessary.
3. Psychological needs
a. Give your dog a sense of security by having the owner assume the position of ‘pack leader’ under any and all circumstances.
b. Always be consistent in your interactions with your dog. Corrections should immediately follow the dog’s negative behavior. Dogs live in the now. .They don’t remember what happened five minutes ago, so corrections must be well timed. Many times a simple verbal correction with appropriate energy will be adequate. Show your dog the right behavior.
c. Praise your dog only when the dog is in a calm submissive state of mind.
d. Establish with your dog a system of communication with consistent commands and energy which he can understand.
e. Teach him consistent rules and boundaries to enable him to cope with his environment. A dog does not understand a holiday or vacation from rules. Inconsistency will be perceived by your dog as weakness in the ‘pack leader’.
f. Approach your training with calm assertive energy. Teach him to respect and trust you by handling him in a consistent manner. It is your overall attitude, your state of mind and energy that the dog is picking up and processing in his mind.
	When introduced into new surroundings, dogs are sometimes inclined to exhibit shyness and inactivity.  In some cases, they may refuse to eat. After becoming adapted to their new homes, they will readily accept you as their new master and overcome the shyness of the new living arrangements.  
	You as the new Owner have a great responsibility to maintain your dog’s emotional and physical well-being. 
	If the pup develops a life threatening illness prior to 12 months of age, Breeder is to be notified IMMEDIATELY. The breeder must be provided written documentation from a licensed Veterinarian containing the diagnosis and prognosis of the puppy.  Breeder will replace said dog with another dog with similar characteristics.  This is at a later time at the discretion of the Breeder.  It will be the choice of the breeder if the original dog is a replacement situation shall be neutered and left with the owner or returned alive in good condition to the breeder with a statement from a licensed Veterinarian stating the problem. The health problem cannot be due to nutrition, improper exercise, fighting or bad care. This expires after one year of age. In no cases will pups be replaced with one of greater value without difference being paid up front by the Buyer. Conditions which can be easily treated are also not covered by this guarantee. (See #1 below).
IT IS HEREBY AGREED BY BOTH PARTIES THAT THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS WILL BE MET AND THAT NO OTHER WARRANTIES OR CONDITIONS ARE EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED.
1) Seller guarantees the said dog is a purebred American Bully, offspring of the previously mentioned Sire and Dam. Seller DOES NOT guarantee the color or size of the said dog.

** CENTERSTAGE BULLS LLC DOES NOT GUARANTEE AGAINST ANY SKIN OR COAT PROBLEMS. **
I will not be held responsible for skin and coat problems that are common for dogs with the blue, white or red coloring.

The blue coat coloring in most breeds is associated with skin problems, some of which are not responsive to treatment. Blue coated dogs of all breeds are more prone to bacterial, viral, staph, and fungal infections as well as various forms of dermatitis, allergies, demodex, and color mutant alopecia. While some of these conditions are hereditary many of them are simply the result of the blue coat coloring. 

((All skin problems I know of are easily and inexpensively treated. Not all blue coated dogs are affected however, you need to be prepared if a skin or coat condition develops. We highly suggest you speak to a licensed vet before putting a deposit down on a puppy that is blue or has blue parents.))

2) Buyer certifies that he/she is not acting as an agent for another individual in the purchase of this dog, and will not sell  the aforementioned puppy to any  puppy mill.

3) Both parties agree that NO DOG/PUPPY HAVE BEEN SOLD FOR FIGHTING OR ANY ILLEGAL PURPOSE. If the Buyer is found to be using the pup for illegal purposes or activities, or if the puppy is being kept without adequate food, proper housing, or care I reserve the right to regain possession of the pup immediately, Buyer will be responsible for providing any and all medical records, history and signing over any and all registration paperwork back to the Seller within 48 hours of confiscation, no money will be issued to the Buyer in this circumstance.

4) Buyer agrees to provide for this dogs emotional and physical care, including but not limited to annual physical examinations, recommended vaccinations provided only by a licensed vet, nutritious foods, daily exercise, socialization, training classes etc.

5) Clean water must be available at all times, adequate quality food MUST be given, and animal must be kept in a clean and secure enclosed yard or large kennel with appropriate amount of shade and shelter when you are not with the dog
DOG CONTAINMENT
As long as a dog is trained, socialized, exercised, and given proper attention, the containment method used is not a factor in its behavior or temperament.  Dog behavior becomes problematic when a dog is not properly trained, not properly socialized, and not given proper attention.

    All dogs need to have some freedom within limitations. Constant kenneling, constant chaining, or constantly living on a cable run with no off time makes a dog highly protective, even obsessive of its territory.

KENNELING:
    A kennel must be large enough for a dog to comfortably have shelter from the elements, enough movement room with a place to eliminate body waste. A concrete slab floor or patio block floor over sand is an ideal method to prevent digging escape and ease of cleaning. Other methods include placing wire fencing on the bottom, covered in dirt or pine chips. The top must be secure and escape proof with a cover for protection from the elements. Shade must be provided at all times. A rubber mat or a horse stall mat in the sleeping area prevents pressure sores. The dog should be taken out of the kennel daily for training, playtime, exercise, and/or attention. Constant inspection and maintenance is required of any containment type used.
STEEL CABLE RUN: 
   A 1/2 inch diameter steel cable is run tautly between two in-ground mounts that are made of bent rebar sunk in concrete twelve feet apart and two feet deep, leaving a six inch high loop of rebar above ground level. The cable is to be secured with hammer down cable fasteners. Large steel O-ring, complete with a swivel to correct any twisting of the chain, attaches to the steel cable. The chain should be six feet long with test chain strength of 800 lbs. to a max of 1,000 lbs. This is sufficient for most adult dogs. The collar should be of buckle type, leather or nylon - not chain - with a welded O-ring with swivel for chain attachment and of a strength and quality that is equivalent to the test strength of the chain. The collar should be tight enough to prevent escape while loose enough to allow two fingers to be able to slip under it. Collars must be checked regularly to insure proper fit. The run area must be free from entanglement obstructions. The dog must have adequate housing to protect it from the elements and shade must be provided at all times. The dog should have several off cable times each day for training, play, exercise, and/or attention. A perimeter fence should be in place to prevent trespass by children or animals not belonging to the dog owner. Constant inspection and maintenance is required of any containment type used.
TETHERING: 
   A strong center mount attachment may be employed to safely tether a dog. That mount may be made of a length of rebar bent into a hairpin shape and sunk in cement two feet deep, leaving four inches of the bend above ground or any other strong, escape-proof type mount, including an automobile axel. Large steel O-ring complete with a swivel to correct any twisting of the chain of sufficient strength that it cannot be broken. The chain must be at a minimum five times the length of the dog. The collar should be of buckle type, leather or nylon - not chain - with a welded O-ring with swivel for chain attachment and of a strength and quality that is equivalent to the test strength of the chain. The collar should be tight enough to prevent escape while loose enough to allow two fingers to be able to slip under it. Collars must be checked regularly to insure proper fit. Remove any entanglement obstacles from the immediate area. Adequate shelter must be provided along the perimeter of the tether area to protect the dog comfortably from the elements. Shade must be available at all times of the day. The dog should have daily off tether times each day for training, play, and/or attention. A perimeter fence should be in place to prevent the trespass by children or animals not belonging to the dog owner. Constant inspection and maintenance is required of any containment type used.
HOUSEDOGS:
    Dogs whose owners contain them to the house or apartment must ensure that his/her dog receives adequate exercise to maintain a healthy cardio-vascular system. Housedogs need time outside in the sunlight to absorb vitamin D. Housedogs are prone to having toenail breakage and they must have proper toenail care. Often housedogs become overweight due to excess amounts of food and lack of exercise. Going outside should be more than just a trip for elimination of bodily waste. Many owners of active, physical ability breeds utilize exercise equipment when time and/or surroundings restrict running/playtime. Housedogs need training, socialization, and playtime / exercise. 
6) If at any time during ownership the local law enforcement/animal control feels that the dog is not being properly cared for, the breeder can/will confiscate the dog immediately and without any compensation due to buyer, and full registration paperwork must be signed and given back to breeder within 3 days of the confiscation.

7) Buyer agrees to attend obedience classes with dog and provide proper socialization opportunities for puppy/adult. Seller shall not be held responsible for the actions of a dog that are due to Buyer’s negligence.
CHILD SAFETY AND BITE PREVENTION
We must teach and educate our children how to properly interact with dogs. Education is the key to bite prevention!
We spend many of our early teachings with our children teaching them right from wrong, safe from unsafe and all the do's and do not's. We teach our children how to cross the road safely, not to talk to strangers, and how to call 9-1-1 in an emergency.
Then why shouldn't we teach them how to approach dogs in general?
It is estimated that in 70% of dog bite cases the victim knew the dog, and of that 25% lived in the house with the offending dog.
Parents MUST teach their children, of all ages, how to respect their own family dog, and how to approach a strange dog. 
HELPFUL HINTS TO REMEMBER AS PARENTS AND TEACH YOUR CHILD
Family Dog
NEVER disturb a dog who is sleeping, eating, or caring for puppies.
NEVER pet a dog, even your own, without letting him see and sniff you first.

Dog WITH Owner 
Children must always ASK PERMISSION from the owner and their parents BEFORE petting any dog.
If the owner CANNOT control the dog and have it SIT nicely for the child to pet, SAY THANK YOU AND WALK AWAY

Dogs in their own yard 
NEVER approach a dog who is confined behind a fence, within a car, or on a chain.
NEVER TEASE any dog by poking at them through fences or car windows or reaching your arm through to pet them.

Dogs WITHOUT an owner 
a. NEVER approach a dog you don't know or a dog that is alone without their owner.
b. NEVER RUN away from any dog chasing. STOP, STAND STILL, REMAIN CALM, ARMS AT YOUR SIDES, DO NOT SCREAM……. 
c. WALK AWAY SLOWLY FACING THE DOG BUT NOT STARING AT THEM
d. If a dog attacks, "feed" him your jacket, purse, bicycle, or anything else that you can get between you and the dog

8) Buyer agrees not to neuter or spay (if applicable) until over the age of 6 months old.

9) Puppies being purchased must NEVER be bred to any dog, unless it is a purebred American Bully minimally registered with the American Bully Kennel Club (ABKC) OR United Kennel Club (UKC). 

10) Centerstagebulls LLC reserves the right to include our kennel name on the puppy registration paperwork. All puppies purchased from Centerstagebulls LLC must keep their original paperwork and papers and names cannot be illegally altered. If puppy registration forms are lost after you have already received them, then Centersatgebulls LLC reserves the right to charge a fee of $50.00 to the future owner to obtain the puppy registration form again. 

11) Females are NEVER to be bred before their third heat and/or before they're 18 months of age, whichever occurs first. 

12) Centerstagebulls LLC does not guarantee against hip or elbow dysplasia as these larger dogs are generally over 100 pounds and it is a polygenic trait that is effected by environmental factors, (I.E.FEEDING) as well as the fact that few other XL breeders are OFA testing their dogs. There is no way for us to breed to an outside stud with an official complete health tested line. There is no way for us to guarantee perfect hips in these animals. Buyer assumes all risk. Centerstagebulls LLC HIGHLY recommends buyer purchase pet insurance. Highly recommended companies for this breed are “Embrace”, “Healthy Paws” and “Pet Plan”.

13) In the event Buyer decides to breed said dog, the Buyer will take all necessary precautions mentioned above to ensure a healthy quality litter. 

14) Buyer agrees to inform the seller if the Buyer intends to sell or transfer ownership to a third party. First option to resume full owner ship must be given to seller This would take into consideration the cost incurred by the breeder in caring for the dog and locating a new home. The dog will be returned to the Seller with its full registration and any/all medical records. The seller has 3 days to accept or reject this right of first offer. If this dog at anytime in its life needs to be surrendered, the buyer will reclaim this dog, and its disposition becomes the choice of the breeder/seller. Under no circumstances is the dog to be placed in a pet shop, animal shelter, relative or friends home or other similar establishment without written consent from the Seller. Failure to notify the Seller of transfer of ownership or housing of the dog, Buyer agrees to pay the Seller a total sum of $10,000.00 (Ten Thousand Dollars and no cents) for breach of this contract. 

15) Should Buyer be unable or unwilling to fulfill any of the above agreements, if dog is seized by local authorities, as having been neglected or abandoned, or if Seller feels the home environment is not safe for the dog, the seller reserves the right to reclaim/confiscate the dog without compensation to the Buyer. Buyer agrees to pay seller any and all expenses including court cost and reasonable attorney fees, in enforcing the terms and provisions of this contract. Canines are livestock and therefore cannot be returned for any reason other than those stipulated in the health agreement or additional terms and provisions section of this contract. All sales are final.

16) Buyer agrees that Seller reserves all rights at any time to confiscate the above named puppy if Seller feels proper care, training, diet, exercise, laws, etc. are not being followed and it is unsafe for the dog, with no notice or permission needed. Buyer agrees to relinquish all medical records and sign over ownership on the registration papers to Seller within 24 hours of confiscation. Any and all legal fees the Seller incurs if this agreement is not followed will be paid in full by the Buyer within 7 days of the Court appearance. 

17) This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of (State), County of ________.

· Nylon Slip Leash
· Eye Dropper/ Oral Syringe
· Cotton Swabs
· Cotton Balls
· Clean Towels- Both Cloth and Paper
· Rectal Thermometer
· Lubricant such as mineral oil or KY Jelly (WITHOUT Spermicide)
· Disposable Gloves
· Syringes of various sizes
· Needle nose pliers or hemostats
· Grease-cutting Dish soap (Blue Dawn)
· Bitter Apple to discourage licking
· Pet Carrier
· Towels or blankets  (to use as a stretcher, and another to keep dog warm during transport- some pharmacies & camping outlets carry a thermal blanket.)

Seller shall provide Buyer with registration papers after receiving proof of spay/neuter from a licensed Veterinarian.

If such proof is not provided within this time, Seller will retain registration papers on the puppy/dog. Buyer agrees not to breed the above described puppy/dog at any time. If the Buyer breeds the puppy/dog, without express written permission of the Seller, the Buyer shall pay to Seller a total sum of $20,000 (Twenty Thousand Dollars and no cents)  and Seller has all rights to the offspring of the above mentioned dog. 
Seller has the option to take ownership of said offspring/puppies once weaned, but no later than 10 weeks of age, Buyer will be responsible for any shipping costs to get sold dog and its unwarranted puppies back to Seller, and Buyer will not be compensated in any way for the puppies, nor will Buyer be due any type of registration papers whatsoever then or in the future.

This Agreement is made and signed by both parties to ensure the well being and protection of this puppy. If the Buyer breaches this Agreement, the Seller is released from any obligation under this Agreement to provide registration papers.
